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Government obsession with full-time work will backfire
Commenting on the welfare reform proposals which were announced today, Sarah Jackson, Chief Executive of Working Families said:

“The welfare reform proposals rightly emphasise that work, for most people, is the best route out of poverty.  But the proposals are limited by the Government’s obsession with full-time work.  As we face an economic downturn, full time jobs may become increasingly scarce.  Many people currently claiming benefit may be helped back into work with a part-time or flexible working solution.  Far better that the Government encourage people to take steps back into employment that fit with their caring or health needs, than insist on full time work as the only response to a life on the dole”.
